Where: Depending on the course, you will either be behind the scenes at Watering Lane
Nursery or at the Eden Project based in our educational building, the Core. Both sites
provide access for all.

What comes after the 8th course: If you have completed all 8 courses, a practice day
is available and a final day of assessment is required for you to gain your Practical
Certificate. For every course you complete, you will receive a Certificate of Attendance.
Having completed and passed the programme you will receive the jointly badged
Certificate in Practical Horticulture.

Cancellation: If you cancel a course no later than a week prior to the start date you will
receive a refund of 80% of the course cost (20% deducted for administration fees). Any
later and no refund will be issued.

Booking: Places are limited to 20 students per course so early booking is definitely
recommended.
